11. Reports from each region and from the Team and Officials were also provided and gave a comprehensive look back at a very successful season in all areas for Army Boxing.
Item 7 – Coaching Team.

12. NP gave an update on the progress to recruit an International coach for the Army Boxing Team and explained that this would be funded from the Army Elite Athlete Support Programme.  LH expressed concern that this appointment would be held by a civilian and felt that the role of Army Coach should be held by a serving soldier. NP explained that a SNCO would work very closely with the appointed coach to ensure that any military policies, protocols and relationships were upheld and that this was an excellent opportunity for the Army Boxing Team.
13. NP expressed a concern that SSgt Ingleby would not be released by his unit to continue in his role on the Army Coaching staff. CB will look to engage to provide a solution if possible to this.
Item 8 – Medical Matters.
14. CB expressed real concern that the loss of consent from Military Drs in support of the sport was a major threat to boxing and where possible we should work with the medical chain.
Item 9 – External Influences.

15. NP explained that AIBA our international governing body was in a state of discord with a vote of no confidence tabled against the current President with an accusation of financial misconduct. The International Olympic Committee is very uncomfortable with the situation as reputational risk to their organisation. The current situation remains unstable and could influence the decision to allow boxing to take place at the Olympic Games in Tokyo 2020.
Item 10 - Army Inter Unit Championships.

16. The date for the final of the Championships is 12 May 2018, dates for semi-finals and

rounds of the tournament are included on the FOE.

17. The competition will remain a straight draw.
18. The format for the competition was discussed at length and eventually it was decided that the championship would be contest over 8 weight with all bouts would be boxed over 3 x 2 minute rounds, The weights for the competition and the order they will be boxed is as follows;
                       8 boxers as 56, 60, 64, 75, 81, 86, 91 and 69kg

19. A match between units will be won if;
· Either units wins 5 or more bouts
· If both units win 4 bouts the winner of the last bout (69kg) will win the match.
20. All boxers are to have boxed at least twice but may not have boxed 11 times.
Army Inter Corps and Individual Championships.
21. The format for the Army Individual Championships will remain unchanged for 2018 less any rule changes imposed by AIBA or England Boxing.
22. The dates for the Championships would be 3 – 7 June 2018.
Inter Service Boxing Championships.
23. The date and location for the Inter Services Boxing Championships would be 20 & 22 March in Aldershot.
Item 11 – Recruiting
24. Major Lydia Cugudda (Army Recruiting) has worked with the Team Manager and coaching staff of the Army Boxing Team on an initiative to provide recruiting support whilst at shows and championships. This initiative is to be briefed to Director ASCB and the Army Recruiting Chain of Command for endorsement.
Item 12 – AOB.
25. Risk to Life Register – The Chairman requested that all Commanding Officers add any boxers from their units that were in training be added to their Risk to Life Register. NP agreed to include this in the Official Handbook and to brief the request at the annual conference in Sept.

26. Olympic Boxing Weights – A debate between the International Olympic Committee and AIBA has developed about weights for the 2020 Olympic Games. The IOC want AIBA to adjust its competition weights to move towards parity of gender in the participants – currently boxing has 10 male competition weights and 3 female. AIBA have agreed to increase the competitive weights for females from 3 to 5 but have resisted the request to reduce male weights from 10 down to 8. It is understood that the female weights will be;
51, 57, 60, 69 and 75kg

With no agreement between the parties there is no decision on the male weight categories.

27. Presentations to Officials – JB made a plea to units organising boxing events that they need not make presentations to visiting officials. This was unanimously agreed but could only be advised. NP agreed to mention this to Boxing Officers at the Annual Conference in Sept.
28. Medical Cover and Annual Medicals for boxers – Via email KB raised the ongoing issue of the limited medical support in the form of Ringside Doctors and Annual Medicals for Boxers especially in the North of England. It was agreed that NP would brief Director Army Sport Control Board. 
29. Meeting Frequency – The Chairman expressed a wish for more regular meetings to allow him to keep abreast of progress and to be able to intervene early where appropriate.
